Mr. Manalo motioned to approve the minutes.  Ms. Sy seconded the motion.  Minutes were unanimously approved by the CAC.

Staff update
Ms. del Rosario provided a tentative timeline for the Board of Supervisors to hear the expenditures that will be voted on by the CAC at today’s meeting.  The item is tentatively scheduled for the Budget and Finance Committee meeting on May 22.  There will also be a Rules Committee hearing to consider Alicia Duke for appointment to the CAC.  She is being considered for Seat 3, which must be a senior or disabled resident of the South of Market.

Veteran’s Equity Center staff will provide a brief presentation on their work to date in  providing housing services to SoMa residents.
Staff of VEC presented outcomes of their work funded through the SoMa Stabilization Fund.  Their presentation is on file and available through MOH.  VEC staff reported that they have been able to add more than 400 families to their database of residents who are interested in affordable housing.  Of the clients that were served, 22 individuals and families have been housed in affordable/BMR units.

Update on funder relationship building.  CAC members will provide an update on discussion with other funders, including recent meeting with LISC
Ms. Ongoco and Ms. Sy met with Peggy Jenn at LISC to discuss possible partnership and leveraging opportunities in relation to small site acquisition in the South of Market.  They will continue to be in contact as specific opportunities arise.  Clearinghouse will also meet with CAC members and MOH housing staff to better understand possibilities for working together on community development opportunities beyond the Natoma Street property.  The meeting is scheduled to take place the week of May 7.
Meeting with Chantel to discuss strategies for talking to foundations has been postponed, but MOH staff and They will continue to be in contact as specific opportunities arise.  Clearinghouse will also meet with CAC members and MOH housing staff to better understand possibilities for working together on community development opportunities beyond the Natoma Street property. Meeting with Chantel to discuss strategies for talking to foundations has been postponed, but MOH staff and CAC members will continue to have one-on-one discussion with funders.  Staff and the CAC will continue to discuss in meetings and drafting a current prospectus for the Fund.

Discussion of proposals received RFP for Business and Neighborhood Coordination Program and School Site Coordinator Program.  Possible action to make recommendations for funding.
CAC members discussed the three proposals submitted to the most recent RFP.

One proposal was submitted in response to the School Site Coordinator Program from the South of Market Child Care Center.  Ms. Sy recused herself from the discussion and the vote as she on the Board for the agency that applied.  The CAC members emphasized that SoMa Fund money is intended to serve as seed money for the program that is envisioned. The goal should be to encourage other funders, i.e. tech companies that are moving into the neighborhood, to contribute to strengthening and supporting the school.  While the proposal outlined the vision for the program, the CAC would like to provide resources to begin fund development and coordination of mental health services for the school.  Principal Gotangco has sent a list of his top three priorities and MOH staff will work with the recommended agency to narrow its scope of work during contract negotiation.  Mr. Manalo motioned to approve SoMa Child Care’s proposal.  Mr. Temprano seconded the motion.  Ms. Sy abstained.  The rest of the CAC voted unanimously to recommend funding to the South of Market Child Care Center for $100,000 over a two-year term..
Two proposals were submitted in response to the Business and Neighborhood Coordination Program—one from Renaissance Entrepreneurship Center and one from Urban Solutions.  Mr. Manalo recused himself from the discussion because he is a member of the Advisory Board to Urban Solutions.  
After discussing both proposals and their merits, Mr. Temprano motioned to recommend the Renaissance proposal for funding.  Mr. Merchan seconded the motion. Mr. Manalo abstained.  The remainder of the CAC voted unanimously to recommend funding for Renaissance Entrepreneurship Center at $200,000 over a two-year term.
