Review and possibly potentially approve minutes from last month’s meeting
The CAC reviewed the draft minutes from the previous two meetings.  Mr. Manalo motioned to approve both sets of minutes.  Mr. Temprano seconded the motion.  Both sets of minutes were unanimously approved.

Nominations and possible action to elect new Co-Chairs
The CAC briefly reviewed the discussion that occurred at the last CAC meeting.  Tom Temprano was nominated at the last meeting.  Mr. Temprano indicated that he was interested in the position.  However, since he recently accepted the position as President of the Harvey Milk Club, he suggested that the CAC elect two-Co-Chairs, and he suggested Kris Ongoco as Co-Chair.  The item was continued to today’s meeting.

Mr. Manalo nominated both Mr. Temprano and Ms. Ongoco.  Joel Merchan seconded the motion.  The rest of the CAC voted unanimously to elect both Ms. Ongoco and Mr. Temprano as Co-chairs.

Update on SFCLT’s Natoma Street housing acquisition and possible other small sites 
Tracy Parent informed the group that SFCLT is now in possession of the keys for the Natoma Street property. She is working with MOH housing staff to understand the timing and potential opportunities with the MOH small sites program that is under development.  She understands that there will be two phases for the roll-out of the program.  The first phase will include pre-development work and acquisition work.  The second phase will include long-term permanent financing and rehabilitation.  The first phase is estimated to roll out in June of this year and the second phase is projected to be ready in early 2014. Ms. Parent indicated that she is optimistic about the possibility of applying for these funds as they become available but also emphasized that there is no commitment from MOH at this time regarding the Natoma property and its potential to receive funding from the small sites fund.
Ms. Parent invited the group to attend SFCLT’s press conference next week regarding the Natoma Street acquisition.  The press conference will take place on Wednesday March 6 at noon on the steps of City Hall, Polk Street side.  
Ms. Parent also mentioned that the SFCLT will be holding a Board Meeting on March 25 at 55 Columbus and the Board is currently seeking a South of Market representative.

Update on planning a Funder’s Briefing

Ms. Sy provided an update on the progress of convening the Community Council or SCC.  She explained that the SCC existed before the Fund was created and was the group that ultimately worked with the Board of Supervisors to establish the Fund.  That group has reconvened to fill the role of the Community Council.  She is planning to conduct a retreat with the group in April and will be doing outreach to other SoMa organizations to increase membership.  Chris Durazo, who was also instrumental in the creation of the Fund, will be working with FADF on this program.

Ms. Sy also raised the question of whether the SCC meetings are sunshineable.
