1. The meeting was called to order at 5:55 pm




2. The Agenda for the January meeting was reviewed and approved by the Committee






3. The minutes for the November 2013 meeting were approved by the Committee.

4. STAFF REPORT ON PREVIOUSLY AGENDIZED ITEMS

Claudine del Rosario reported that the portion of the existing VEC grant for Capacity Building and Tenant Counseling that will be funded by SoMa Stabilization dollars must still be approved by the Board.  The General Fund portion has already been encumbered.  She outlined the process for final board approval and projected that the item would be agendized at the Board of Supervisors within a month.

Ms. Dandridge apologized for not posting the Agenda for the January meeting with sufficient notice to hold the meeting at the office of United Playaz (UP) as planned.  Members of the CAC asked to make sure that the February meeting is held at the UP offices.  John Elberling stated that he was honored to be on the SOMA CAC.  He also offered to a hold the meeting at Bayanihan Center, and recommended that the meeting be hosted by different SOMA organizations each month.  Rudy Corpuz, Executive Director of UP announced that his staff was looking forward to hosting the meeting so that they could announce to the CAC that they had purchased their building on Howard Street.
5. ACTION ITEM Authorizing a resolution to award $85,000 in grant funds to WestBay Pillipino Multi-Service Center
The above action item was moved to be stricken and rewritten as follows:

Provide up to $85,000 of funding through an RFP (Request for Proposals) for Afterschool and Summer Programming for SoMa youth.

Alan Manalo asked there were any questions related to the item.  John Elberling asked if there is anything new to add.   Kris Ongoco asked for Committee members’ feedback on the presentation she missed.    Joel Merchan stated that the presentation was excellent and that there is a real need for the program in SoMa.    Mr. Elberling noted that because of gentrification, there are fewer youth and SOMA (which is why DCYF defunded the program).  A member of the public, Ray Cayetano,  added that college applications are extremely daunting (based on his experience with his kids).  To conform with the City’s procurement process Mr. Manalo recommended that the language of the Action Item be amended to request that an RFP be issued for college preparatory  services within SoMa. 
Ms. del Rosario reminded the CAC that a discussion last summer and that they would move toward a two year funding cycle in the hope of being more strategic and systematic with its funding to make room and time on CAC agendas for other strategies identified during the Strategic Planning process, including engaging other funders
 The members of the CAC unanimously agreed to pass a resolution for the CAC to issue and RFP for summer programing and college preparatory services for SOMA youth.
6. ACTION ITEM Authorizing a resolution to establish a 2 year funding cycle for issuing RFP’s to disburse SOMA Stabilization Funds.
At the request of the CAC membership, Ms. Del Rosario responded to the question as to why a two year funding cycle is recommended by staff.  She explained this funding process would mean that funding to CBOs would be for a 2 year period as opposed to one year.  Mr. Elberling recommended that there should be an annual funding cycle for Capital projects and emergencies.  He emphasized that flexibility needs to be built into the award process.  Allan recommended that the item be carried over and placed on the February meeting.  Ms. Ongoco recommended that there be a cycle for emergencies and that there be another cycle for long term planning. Bernadette Sy emphasized the SoMa funds need to be disbursed quicker given the many needs in the SoMa community.  She asked if there is any ability to get more staff support so that RFPs can be issued sooner.
7. Authorizing a resolution to request that the Small Sites NoFA be issued by the Mayor’s Office of Housing and Community Development by the Spring of 2014
Staff   from the Land Trust reported that if the NoFA is not issued by the Spring, the Natoma site will have to be sold.  The CAC requested confirmation in writing that the City is moving toward issuing the RFP.
