Ms. del Rosario thanked Conny Ford for her years of service as the Vice-Chair and acknowledged the many extra hours of service she provided to the Fund, particularly on the work around 333 Harrison.

Al Manalo nominated Tom Temprano.  Bernadette Sy seconded the nomination.  Tom Temprano responded that he has recently taken on the position of President of the Harvey Milk Club and would be willing to Co-Chair the CAC.  He nominated Kristian Joy Ongoco as Co-Chair.  Since Ms. Ongoco was not present, Ms. del Rosario continued the item to next month’s meeting.

Update on SFCLT’s Natoma Street housing acquisition and on timing for Notice of Funding Availability (NoFA) to be issued by MOH.
Tracy Parent of SFCLT reported that the Natoma Street property is now owned by SFCLT and she is in possession of the keys.  The 5 households in the building are stabilized for the moment.  She thanked the CAC for its commitment to stabilizing this building. Ms. Parent continues to work with MOH on this project is looking for permanent financing, with knowledge that the CAC has committed to release a NoFA for acquisition of sites such as this one. 

Ms. del Rosario reported that MOH will be issuing a NoFA in late April to make funding available for acquisition costs of a site in the SoMa neighborhood.

Identify areas of need to include in the Funders Briefing packet.  Funded organizations will be asked to provide information on outstanding neighborhood needs for Claudine del Rosario to include in the packet which she will be preparing with Chantel Walker, Consultant. The CAC will set a workplan and timeline.
Ms. del Rosario shared a draft document to begin discussing what will be shared with peer funders.  The document summarized the past investments and current strategies. She asked for feedback, particularly from representatives of community-based organizations, on what should be added to the narrative.

 Brad Paul suggested that opportunities for matching and leveraging should be highlighted.  Steve Suzuki suggested that lessons learned can be be included.  For example, the work his organization AND did on neighborhood workforce development really demonstrated how challenging it is to do this work given the transiency of SoMa.  Karen Nemsick suggested that the document tells a compelling story and that funders can be approached to join in telling the story.  Joel Merchan suggested that the needs on 6th Street should be highlighted.  Conny Ford suggested that a meeting with 333 Harrison stakeholder should wrap up results with reporting that can be included.  Tom Temprano expressed concern that the group may be moving too quickly and, at this point, should be seeing the briefing as a way to begin building relationships with peer funders. 
Bernadette Sy volunteered to join in meeting with Chantel Walker, Consultant, to strategize.
