1. The meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm after various members of the CAC as well as City staff got a tour of the building.  Members of the CAC thanked UP for hosting the meeting and providing dinner.
2.  The Agenda was February 2013 meeting was reviewed and approved by the Committee
3. The minutes of the January 2013  meeting were approved by the Committee 
4. STAFF REPORT ON PREVIOUSLY AGENDIZED ITEMS
Ms. Del Rosario stated that the RFP for the small sites acquisition program would not be issued by spring as requested by the CAC.  Ms. Yanga reported that the housing staff was making progress in finalizing the RFP.   She emphasized that in finalizing the program guidelines housing staff was looking at the overall feasibility of acquiring the Natoma Site. She expressed a specific concern about the non-conforming unit in the building and its habitability.  The feasibility of bringing this unit to code will impact whether the building can be considered as a 4- or 5-unit building. 
5. DISCUSSION  ITEM – Presentation and discussion of proposed cyclical funding structure.  CAC will also discuss a proposal to create a mechanism and funding allocation for responding to unexpected needs in the community.

Ms.  Del Rosario gave a powerpoint presentation that provided an overview of the SoMa RFP process.  Her presentation included an projection of  how much money will be available in the Stabilization Fund in the coming years.  A question was raised pertaining to the dollar amounts provided by the Planning Department.  Ms. Del Rosario stated that she would contact Planning Department staff for clarification.  She continued her presentation which gave the committee members a summation of the programs that the Stabilization Fund had supported to date.  The Committee requested that item 5 of the Agenda be continued by way of a special meeting that would only focus on the SOMA RFP cycle as well as discussing a process for responding more quickly to unexpected needs in SOMA.  The CAC would like to dedicate a meeting to defining the parameters for these funding processes. A motion was moved, seconded and unanimously approved to hold a special meeting on March 13, 2014.
6. DISCUSSION  ITEM – Tour and presentation of the United Playaz program and site.
Misha Olivas (staff to UP) showed  a video that provided an overview of the organization  and the services they provide to youth in SOMA.  The staff introduced Chris Foley, Principal of Polaris Pacific.  Mr. Foley explained that he is assisting United Playaz acquire the building at 1038 Howard, which the organization currently rents,  and that he had provided the  deposit required to enter into a sales contract with the property owner.   He informed the CAC that in January 14, 2014  UP entered into a contract with the owner that allows for a 12 month escrow period.  Mr. Foley also explained that he is impressed by the core programs and core values of UP and in personally committed to the organization.  He is, therefore, volunteering his time as well as his financial resources to help UP purchase the building at 1038 Howard.  He stated that he is working with staff to pull together all the necessary due diligence documents required for acquiring the building.  These include (but are not limited to) an ADA inspection, a roof inspection, an appraisal, the financing plan and a Phase One report.
7. PUBLIC COMMENT
David Pan introduced himself and explained that he is looking to establish a café  in SOMA that will employ the formerly homeless.  He explained that he does not have extra copies of his proposal, but would forward one to MOHCD staff.
